The CTC expansion will
lift millions of children out of poverty, as well as help reduce hunger and narrow the racial
wealth gap exacerbated by unemployment amid COVID-19.

® Increase global nutrition funding to $300 million in the 2022 Foreign Operations and Related
Agencies Appropriations Act so families do not have to leave their home countries to have
food for their children.

My faith calls me to advocate on behalf of impacted people in
my community and around the world. Let’s work together to ensure U.S. policies help people move out
of poverty and feed their families in the U.S. and around the world.
